COVID UPDATE:

As we wrote last week, it is important to proceed with caution especially as cases of infection are rising sharply. It is a balance between bringing back normal church life and keeping the church safe for everyone. We encourage those who have not yet had the vaccine to have the two jabs. We have decided to continue wearing masks in church even though it is not a legal requirement. In London mask wearing will be the norm on public transport. We will continue with sanitising on entry and departure, social distancing and good ventilation. We must also take into account local conditions.
We will continue with stewards at Mass and track and trace as well as cleaning the church after services. During weekday Mass one steward will be sufficient but if there is no one available then the few people who come can sanitise, fill in their details and clean the place where they have been sitting. It’s holiday time and many go away.

Here are some things that are changing:
We will not be using the one-way system in the church.
We can now introduce from this Sunday the collection at the Offertory with baskets. We kindly ask our stewards to either find people to do this or take this on themselves. We will also reintroduce the Offertory Procession and so will need people to bring up the bread and wine with the Offertory baskets.
Congregational singing can now be introduced but gradually. We do not usually have music during August but we will try to sing some of the Mass parts at 10.30 Mass.
Altar servers can exercise their ministry. We propose starting this in September with a couple of servers at each Mass. Hopefully some of our young servers will want to return.
Children’s Liturgy can begin again in September as long as we have enough catechists.
Home visits can take place but with the usual precautions.
There can be social activities in the Hall but a Risk Assessment has to be undertaken of each event. We can hopefully resume refreshments in the hall after 10.30am Mass as long as we have volunteers. We are not booking the hall for parties etc.

Here are some things that are not changing:

No Sign of Peace
No Communion from the Chalice
No Holy Water in the stoups. If you want Holy Water for use at home bring a bottle to fill from the large container at the back.

The Sunday Mass Obligation
Because of Covid, the obligation to attend Mass on Sundays was suspended. It will come into force again at the beginning of Advent 2021. Sunday is a special day, the Day of the Resurrection, and those who are able to should come to Mass. Many of you have been doing just this while others have been coming during the week when the church is not as busy. We look forward to welcoming back those we have not seen for over a year. To quote Sister Act 2 “It’s time to Get Back in the Habit”.

IF YOU HAPPEN TO BE AT MASS, AND YOU’RE ABLE TO, PLEASE DO ASSIST STEWARDS WITH CLEANING THE BENCHES.
WE’VE BEEN FORTUNATE TO HAVE VOLUNTEERS STEWARDING, BUT WITH LARGER NUMBERS AT SUNDAY MASSES, IT CAN BE A LOT FOR ONE OR TWO PEOPLE.
